Abstract Review Process and Preparation of Final Abstracts
The Editorial Board of the 3rd Annual Research Dissemination Conference 2026 wishes to inform all authors that the abstract review process is currently underway. Submitted abstracts are being evaluated by reviewers and members of the Editorial Board to ensure quality, relevance, and alignment with the conference theme: Harnessing Research and Innovation to Strengthen Inclusive Growth and Sustainable Development
[bookmark: _GoBack]Upon completion of the review process, each corresponding author will receive a review report containing comments, observations, and recommendations intended to strengthen the quality, clarity, and presentation of the abstract. Authors will be expected to carefully address the recommendations and submit a revised version of their abstract for inclusion in the Conference Book of Abstracts and Technical Programme.
To facilitate preparation of the final version, authors are encouraged to ensure that their abstracts conform to the following requirements:
1. The abstract should not exceed 250 words, excluding the title, author details, affiliations, and keywords. 
2. The title should be written in Times New Roman, Bold, and Font Size 12, enclosed within top and bottom borders. 
3. The main abstract text should be written in Times New Roman, Font Size 10. 
4. Author names should be presented without academic or professional titles (e.g., Dr., Prof., Mr., Mrs., and Rev., Eng.). 
5. Institutional affiliations should be provided for all authors, and the corresponding author's email address should be clearly indicated. 
6. The abstract should be organized under the following headings: 
· Background 
· Problem Statement 
· Methodology 
· Results 
· Conclusion 
· Keywords (3–5 keywords) 
7. The aim or purpose of the study should be incorporated within the Problem Statement section. 
8. Recommendations, where applicable, should be incorporated within the Conclusion section rather than presented as a separate heading. 
9. For innovation, technology, prototype, system-development, and design-oriented abstracts, the Methodology section may describe the design, development, implementation, or testing process, while the Results section should highlight the innovation outputs, performance, or demonstrated outcomes. 
10. References, tables, figures, photographs, equations, and appendices should not be included in the abstract. 
11. The abstract should be written in clear academic English and be free from grammatical, typographical, and formatting errors. 
12. Authors should ensure that all reviewer comments are adequately addressed before submitting the revised version. 
13. The revised abstract should be saved as a Microsoft Word document using the name of the corresponding author (e.g., Issa_Ndungo_Abstract.docx). 
14. A sample abstract format will be provided to guide authors in preparing their final submissions. 
15. The final conference programme and presentation schedule will be communicated to presenters after completion of the review and abstract revision process.
